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Tell it like it is!

How do you ‘break the ice’ with a new ministry team?

How do you get people to talk about faith-and-God issues
in a non-threatening way?

How do you involve all team members (including the quiet ones) 
in conversation?
TELL IT LIKE IT IS! cards can be an answer to all of these questions.

It’s not the proverbial ‘rocket science’. It’s simply a matter of raising questions that people enjoy talking about and making it seem like play.

On the following pages are master sheets for a set of 21 TELL IT LIKE IT IS! question cards. 

Simply photocopy them onto coloured card and cut apart.

You may 

· make as many sets as you want

· photocopy the cards as they are, or replace some of the questions with your own questions

· use the TELL IT LIKE IT IS! logo on the back, or not

· laminate the cards, or not.

You can make up your own rules for playing TELL IT LIKE IT IS! 

Here’s a system that works well:
One person picks a card.


They may either answer the question or pass.


One or two other people may answer the same question.

Next person picks another card.


They may either answer the question or pass.


One or two other people may answer the same question.

And so it goes . . .  

	Tell any story you know about the significance of your name.
	Tell any story you know about your baptism
	If you were going to paint a picture of your faith, what colour/s would you need? Why?

	What passage from the Bible has been the most significant in your life?
	What Christian music (song/hymn) has been the most significant in your life?
	In what location do you feel (or have you felt) ‘closest to God’?

	What is your earliest memory of church?
	Have you read a ‘Christian’ book in the past year? If so, tell about it?
	Name three children under the age of 12 that you are most concerned about.

	If you attended any form of congregational children’s ministry as a child, what is your most significant memory?
	Who was the most significant person in your ‘coming to faith in Jesus’? Tell about your relationship with them.
	What do you like best about this congregation?

	Of the ‘purposes of life’ (worship, discipleship, fellowship, evangelism, service) — which area is most challenging to you?
	What do you remember your parents doing 
that has influenced 
your faith?
	What was the most significant event you were a part of during the past Christmas season?

	Why are you concerned about children’s ministry in this congregation?
	What is the happiest memory you have of your childhood?
	What was your biggest fear as a child?

	If you had to share one thought from the Bible with a dying child, what would it be?
	If you were not here now — and had no commitments or restrictions at all — how would you choose to spend this time?
	What does the term ‘family friendly church’ mean to you?
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
